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FPUD Meeting Held at

Fire District Office

The October Foresthill Public Utility
Board meeting was held in the
Foresthill Fire Protection District of-
fice conference room. The board ap-
parently expected a larger turnout than
usual and decided to use the larger
conference room, with permission from
the fire district, to accomodate more
people should they decide to attend the
regular monthly meeting.

As it turned out, seventeen people
turned up; unusual for an FPUD meet-
ing which is usually very sparcely at-
tended.

Cynthia Wardleigh spoke first during
public comment and questioned the
board about the general manager, Kurt
Reed’s salary, making some claims
about the increase over the past two
years. The board and Kurt explained
that a salary survey was done in 2008
comparing other manager salaries from
surrounding districts and at that time
the board decided to increase Kurt
Reed’s salary.

Wardleigh asked, “Since the econ-
omy is down and there are fewer
ratepayers and less water delivered,

why is the general manager paid more
to do less work?”

Director George Shaw explained,
“It [the district] is not like a bakery;
you still have the same everyday
work. The only effect that you really
have with less water being used is that
we have less revenue; the work is still
there.”

Foresthill resident Sean Cox pre-
sented his case that the district is
practicing age discrimination against
him. His claim is based on the district
policy which provides for a low in-
come discount and has an age qualifi-
cation of 62 years. Mr. Cox is 47
years old and “disabled and low in-
come”, “That is age discrimination”,
he said.

The board agreed to look at the
policy and bring it back to a future
meeting.

The board approved the purchase of
a new piece of equipment; a Utility
Locating Device which will replace an
older model that has apparently out-
lived it’s usefulness. The new device
will enable the field workers to more
easily locate underground pipes and
conduits etc... making work safer and
more efficient when they need to dig
to make repairs or locate pipes for

contractors.
$5,900.

Mr. John Morrow asked that he be
allowed to have the district install an
additional “remote meter” on his prop-
erty. This request was denied since the
issue was part of an agreement with a
previous property owner who opted for
a remote meter a few years ago with
the stipulation that if the property was
to split in the future, no additional
meters would be provided for new
parcels created.

The subject of employee benefits was
also an action item on the agenda and
the board approved policy amend-
ments, (policies 2010 through 2150),
which addresses District contributions
for medical, dental, vision and Cal Pers
retirement. The upshot is that the
District will pay 80 percent and the
employees will pay 20 percent for med-
ical benefit premiums. Increases in the
Cal Pers will be covered by the em-
ployees up to 4 percent. Increases
beyond 4 percent will be covered by
the District.

The Board adjourned the regular
meeting and went into a closed session
hearing to hold a conference call with
the District’s legal counsel on the sub-
ject of the water rights filing by the
Ryan family, (Forest Ranch).

There will be no Fall Festival put on
by the Foresthill Fire Dept. next year
due to low attendance at this years
event. The Fire Dept. will concentrate
on other events in the area.

The Zoning Text Amendment for
Code Enforcement passed at the last
BOS meeting, this should give code

enforcement more teeth when dealing
with property owners who refuse to
comply with zoning complaints in re-
gards to their property.

The next Parks committee meeting is
scheduled for 6:00 p.m. at the Memorial
Hall on Monday, Nov. 1. Come if you
want to give input on where your money
is proposed to go - the County is
proposing a new backstop for the little
league field at $55,000 which will use
up all the money in the parks account.

Old Foresthill Grammar School

Re-printed from The Foresthill Divide Community Forum, October 1980

Some time ago we asked if anyone had
photos of the old Foresthill grammar
school. Charles Finning did...two of
them. He graciously consented to our
publishing them here. He doesn’t
know the year they were taken but, as
you can see, one was a winter shot.
According to local oldtimers this build-
ing was cut up into three parts and
used as separate buildings around
town; one of them is now the Mt. Belle
Dept. Store and another is part of a
residence on Lowe Street. The third
section is also part of a residence on
Church Street, opposite the Finning
home.

The large photo on the upper right
column is the 1906 7th, 8th and 9th
grades, old Foresthill grammar school.

no recommendation of mine is nec-
essary to fortify or confirm the at-
tachment. The unity of government
which constitutes you one people, is
also now dear to you. It is justly so:
for it is a main pillar in the edifice of
your real independence, the support
of your tranquility at home, your
peace abroad; of your safety; of your
prosperity; of that very liberty which
you so highly prize. But as it is easy
to foresee that, from different causes
and from different quarters, much
pains will be taken, many artifices
employed, to weaken in your minds
the conviction of this truth; as this is
the point in your political fortress
against which the batteries of inter-
nal and external enemies will be
most constantly and actively (though
often covertly and insidiously) di-
rected, it is of infinite moment that
you should properly estimate the
immense value of your national

Union to your collective and indi-
vidual happiness; that you should
cherish a cordial, habitual, and im-
moveable attachment to it; accus-
toming yourself to think and speak
of it as of the palladium of your
political safety and prosperity;
watching for its preservation with
jealous anxiety; discountenancing
whatever may suggest even a sus-
picion that it can in any event be
abandoned; and indignantly frown-
ing upon the first dawning of every
attempt to alienate any portion of
our country from the rest, or to
enfeeble the sacred ties which now
link together the various parts.

For this you have every induce-
ment of sympathy and interest.
Citizens, by birth or choice, of a
common country, that country has
a right to concentrate your affec-
tions. The name of AMERICAN,
which belongs to you in your na-
tional capacity, must always exalt
the just pride of patriotism, more
than any appellation derived from
local discriminations. With slight

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religion, manners, habits and politi-
cal principles. You have in a com-
mon cause fought and triumphed
together; the independence and lib-
erty you possess are the work of
joint councils and joint efforts, of
common dangers, sufferings, and
successes.

But these considerations, however
powerfully they address themselves
to your sensibility, are greatly out-
weighed by those which apply more
immediately to your interest. Here
every portion of our country finds
the most commanding motives for
carefully guarding and preserving
the union of the whole.

The North, in an unrestrained inter-
course with the South, protected by
the equal Laws of a common gov-
ernment, finds, in the productions of
the latter, great additional resources
of maritime and commercial enter-
prise and precious materials of man-
ufacturing industry. The South in the
same intercourse, benefitting by the
agency of the North, sees its agricul-
ture grow and its commerce expand.
Turning partly into its own channels
the seamen of the North, it finds its
particular navigation invigorated;
and while it contributes, in different
ways, to nourish and increase the
general mass of the national naviga-
tion, it looks forward to the protec-
tion of a maritime strength, to which
itself is unequally adapted. The East,
in a like intercourse with the West,
already finds, and in the progressive
improvement of interior communica-
tions, by land and water, will more
and more find, a valuable vent for
the commodities which it brings
from abroad, or manufactures at

home. The West derives from the
East supplies requisite to its
growth and comfort, and what is
perhaps of still greater conse-
quence, it must of necessity owe
the secure enjoyment of indispens-
able outlets for its own produc-
tions to the weight, influence, and
the future maritime strength of the
Atlantic side of the Union, directed
by an indissoluble community of
interest as one Nation. Any other
tenure by which the West can hold
this essential advantage, whether
derived from its own separate
strength, or from an apostate and
unnatural connection with any for-
eign power, must be intrinsically
precarious.

While, then, every part of our
country thus feels an immediate
and particular interest in union, all
the parts combined cannot fail to
find in the united mass of means
and efforts greater strength,
greater resource, proportionably
greater security from external dan-
ger, a less frequent interruption of
their peace by foreign Nations;
and, what is of inestimable value,
they must derive

but which opposite foreign alliances,
attachments, and intrigues would
stimulate and imbitter. Hence, like-
wise, they will avoid the necessity of
those overgrown military establish-
ments, which, under any form of
government, are inauspicious to lib-
erty, and which are to be regarded as
particularly hostile to republican lib-
erty. In this sense it is, that your
Union ought to be considered as a
main prop of your liberty, and that
the love of the one ought to endear
to you the preservation of the other.

These considerations speak a per-
suasive language to every reflecting
and virtuous mind, and exhibit the
continuance of the UNION as a pri-
mary object of patriotic desire. Is
there a doubt whether a common
government can embrace so large a
sphere? Let experience solve it. To
listen to mere speculation in such a
case were criminal. We are autho-
rized to hope that a proper organiza-
tion of the whole, with the auxiliary
agency of governments for the

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respective subdivisions, will afford
a happy issue to the experiment. It
is well worth a fair and full experi-
ment. With such powerful and obvi-
ous motives to union, affecting all
parts of our country, while experi-
ence shall not have demonstrated its
impracticability, there will always
be reason to distrust the patriotism
of those who in any quarter may
endeavor to weaken its bands.

In contemplating the causes which
may disturb our Union, it occurs as
matter of serious concern, that any
ground should have been furnished
for characterizing parties by geo-
graphical discriminations, Northern
and Southern, Atlantic and West-
ern; whence designing men may
endeavor to excite a belief that
there is a real difference of local
interests and views. One of the ex-
pedients of party to acquire in-
flence, within particular districts, is
to misrepresent the opinions and
aims of other districts. You cannot
shield yourselves too much against
the jealousies and heart burnings
which spring from these misrepre-
sentations; they tend to render alien
to each other those who ought to be
bound together by fraternal affec-
tion. The inhabitants of our western
country have lately had a useful
lesson on this head; they have seen,
in the negotiation by the Executive,
and in the unanimous ratification by
the Senate, of the treaty with Spain,
and in the universal satisfaction at
that event, throughout the United
States, a decisive proof how un-
founded were the suspicions propa-
gated among them of a policy in the
general Government and in the At-

lantic States unfriendly to their
interests in regard to the Missis-
sippi; they have been witnesses to
the formation of two treaties, that
with Great Britain, and that with
Spain, which secure to them every-
thing they could desire, in respect
to our foreign relations, towards
confirming their prosperity. Will it
not be their wisdom to rely for the
preservation of these advantaged
on the UNION by which they were
procured? Will they not henceforth
be deaf to those advisers, if such
there are, who would sever them
from their brethren and connect
them with aliens?

To the efficacy and permanency of
your Union, a government for the
whole is indispensable. No al-
liances, however strict, between
the parts can be an adequate sub-
stitute; they must inevitably expe-
rience the infractions and interrup-
tions which all alliances in all times
have experienced. Sensible of this
momentous truth, you have im-
proved upon your first essay, by
the adoption of a constitution of
government better calculated than
your former for an intimate union,
and for the efficacious manage-
ment of your common concerns.
This government, the offspring of
our own choice, uninfluenced and
unawed, adopted upon full investi-
gation and mature deliberation,
completely free in its principles, in
the distribution of its powers unit-
ing security with energy, and con-
taining within itself a provision for
its own amendment, has a just
claim to your confidence and your
support. Respect for its authority,
compliance with its laws, acquies-
cence in its measures, are duties
enjoined by the fundamental max-
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ims of true liberty. The basis of our
political systems is the right of the
people to make and to alter their
constitutions of government. But
the constitution which at any time
exists, till changed by an explicit
and authentic act of the whole peo-
ple, is sacredly obligatory upon all.
The very idea of the power and the
right of the people to establish gov-
ernment presupposes the duty of
every individual to obey the estab-
lished government.

All obstructions to the execution of
the Laws, all combinations and as-
sociations, under whatever plausi-
ble character, with the real design
to direct, control, counteract, or
awe the regular deliberation and
action of the constituted authorities
are destructive of this fundamental
principle and of fatal tendency.
They serve to organize faction, to
give it an artificial and extraordi-
nary force; to put, in the place of
the delegated will of the nation, the
will of a party, often a small but
artful and enterprising minority of
the community; and, according to
the alternate triumphs of different
parties, to make the public adminis-
tration the mirror of the illconcerted
and incongruous projects of fac-
tion, rather than the organ of con-
sistent and wholesome plans di-
gested by common councils, and
modified by mutual interests.

However combinations or associa-
tions of the above description may
now and then answer popular ends,
they are likely, in the course of time
and things, to become potent en-
gines, by which cunning, ambitious
